The Point: Jesus meets the needs in our lives. 

The Bible Meets Life: Craig Randall drove a garbage truck in         

Peabody, Massachusetts. One day, he noticed a Wendy’s soft drink cup 

in a garbage container bearing a contest sticker. Having won a chicken 

sandwich the week before, Randall checked it, hoping for some French 

fries or a soft drink. Instead, he peeled a sticker worth $200,000 toward 

the construction of a new home. 

Craig Randall wasn’t looking to receive $200,000 when he peeled back 

the sticker, but he received far more than he could have hoped. The 

same is true for us when it comes to bringing our needs to Jesus. He 

may not give us what we think we want, but we can be sure Jesus will 

provide us with exactly what we need when we seek Him in our lives. 

In this session, we’ll see yet another miracle recorded in the gospel 

accounts. The significance of this miracle became a formative moment 

for those who followed Jesus, especially those closest to him. It’s a 

significant lesson for understanding how Jesus meets our needs. Let’s 

sit down on the hillside with Jesus to see what we can learn. 

Live It Out: Reflect. Write out a prayer of confession to the Lord,   

admitting times that you have focused only on your desires instead of 

seeing how our greatest need has been provided in Christ and His     

provision. Share. Find a way this week to live like the young boy from 

this passage and share with someone what God has blessed you with, 

big or small. Remember, God can take our little and make much of it! 

Seek. Spend time in prayer regarding ways to show compassion as   

Jesus did, not as a burden but as a blessing. Prayerfully seek out    

someone you can share the gospel with this week.
